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Leaves of the plant create food through chlorophyll
etc. for the plant. So this is one form of God, i.e.
Brahma, the creator. The branches are taking that
food and providing nourishment to the whole plant.
Thus it is Provider department of God, called Vishnu.
Flower, being beauteous, attracts insects to help
create fruit and seeds. Beauty is called Shiv, which is
the third department of Akal Purakh. Thus, O priest !
By plucking flowers, you have destroyed the three
departments of God. Whom are you worshipping?
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Bhagat Kabir says that he does not pluck flowers,
leaves etc. to worship his Deity. All other types of
worship, except devotional Simran, Bhagti, are in vain
and futile. Guru Nanak clearly says that Naam Simran
or Contemplation on the Name of God is the only
way of worshipping, with it there is no worship.
